First, state Supreme Court Justice Richard Sanders needs the support of all Washington gun owners.  It was Sanders’ majority opinion, in State v Sieyes, that incorporated the Second Amendment to Washington even BEFORE the McDonald decision.  Sanders MUST be returned to the Supreme Court.

A funny thing is happening this election cycle: we have two incumbent Republicans, both WAC Honorary Life Members for their services to the gun owners of this state (only trwo of three, the third being Senator Mike Carrell (R-28), who are being challenged BY REPUBLICANS.  Under the top two primary system, the top two vote-getters in a primary election are placed on the November ballot regardless of party affiliation.

Senator Pam Roach (R-31) is being challenged by a newcomer.  Many of you know Pam.  She can be a little abrasive at times.  Let’s just say she’s outspoken.  Nothing wrong with that.  But she’s probably the most solid vote in the state Senate on the gun issue.  She even intruded in the public hearing on guns shows in Olympia a few years ago to give her two cents on the issue, despite the fact she was not on that committee.

Representative Tom Campbell (R-2) has also drawn a Republican challenger.  Tom is a former Special Forces officer, a Spanaway chiropractor, and he also holds an FFL.  Tom has irritated Republican leadership on occasion by voting with the Democrats on a rare issue where he feels they’re right.  So leadership is trying to replace Tom Campbell.  Again, Tom is a leader on gun rights in the House.
